MA, DipHE, CertHE and graduate modules in Narrative Research

University of East London, 2005-6
The MA, DipHE, CertHE, and the independent graduate modules in Narrative Research at UEL are unique interdisciplinary programmes, drawing on social sciences and the humanities to provide graduate-level education in narrative theories and methods. The programmes give students experience in the application of narrative concepts and analysis to particular fields, as well as developing more general skills of review, criticism, and team  and individual research, all within the context of narrative research. 
Programme structure
All programmes can be taken on a full- or part-time basis. Modules last 1 12-week semester.
Semester One: end of September - end December (assignment submission mid-January)

Semester Two: end of February - beginning of June (assignment submission mid-June)
MA Narrative Research: 4 modules including 2 cores* & dissertation (180 credits)
Postgraduate Diploma in Narrative Research: 4 modules including 2 cores* (120 credits)

Postgraduate Certificate in Narrative Research: 2 modules including 1 core (60 credits)

Individual modules in Narrative Research: 30 credits each

2005-6 Modules
Semester A, autumn 2005            Narrative Research

This core module provide students with an overview of the range of narrative research methodologies.  Beginning with an exploration of the meaning of narrative, the module next outline Labovian methods, biographical methods and discourse-analytic methods. It then considers three key fields of narrative research: oral, personal narratives; written narratives (including autobiographies and letters); and visual narratives                                                     Life course narratives

The module aims to explore the meaning of ‘biographical aging’ across the life-span. The module explores the relationship between life course narratives, and social structure. The module explores the similarities and differences between life review and reminiscence, and examines the potential of the former to occur intermittently throughout the life course, functioning as a mechanism for reintegrating a new narrative self into a continuously evolving identity.
Semester B, spring 2006                 Narrative Practice

The aim of this core module is to explore a range of applications of narrative research. The module will provide an overview of some of the key areas of contemporary narrative research application, including: Feminist approaches to narrative; literary and media texts; health/medicine; post-colonial narratives; Foucauldian models; secondary data analysis; counter-narratives; sexual narratives; political narratives. 
                                                  Genealogical Research Strategies

The module’s aim is to examine, discuss, critically evaluate and apply Foucault’s genealogical strategies in contemporary research in the social sciences.  The module topics include the biographical, historical and philosophical contexts framing Foucauldian analytics; the archaeological method in focus; making sense of the genealogical turn; power/knowledge; the spatialization of power: discipline and bodies; technologies of the self; methodological encounters with feminism, ethnography and life narratives.
