Submiting your thesis
The following statements outline where you need to submit your thesis (submittal) and in what format: 

Initial submission – You submit: sufficient soft bound copies of your thesis to provide one for each examiner and one for the Chair of the viva (this will normally be three but could be more); one copy of the Turnitin recipt and one copy of the student declaration form.  A copy of the thesis is supplied to each examiner and the Chair of the viva. 
Where the outcome of the examination is that no amendments are required – Once the examination team have confirmed that your award should be made without corrections (you will be notified of this) you must submit a final electronic version identical to the version that was submitted for your viva. The submission must be in PDF/A format using the UEL file transfer system. You must email the generated link to Caroline Lake along with the completed EThOS form and where necessary the approved Confidential Status Request form.
Where the outcome of the examination is that minor or major amendments to the thesis are needed but there is no requirement for a further viva – You must submit your revised thesis electronically in PDF/A format using the UEL file transfer system. Once the thesis is submitted you must email the generated download link to Caroline Lake in the Graduate School (c.lake@uel.ac.uk).  You must email to Caroline Lake a completed EThOS form and where necessary the approved Confidential Status Request form. A list of the amendments made should be emailed in a separate document to c.lake@uel.ac.uk.
Where the outcome of the examination is that amendments and a viva are required – You must submit soft bound copies as explained in the ‘Initial Submission’ section above.
