Guidance for the provision of statistical data for use in Review and Enhancement reports for programmes run in collaboration with partner organisations
For some programmes run in collaboration with partners, UEL will hold data on students and data on student performance at both a programme level and at a module level.  Data can be supplied to these partners from the UEL MIS and the production of REP reports should follow the Notes on use of statistical data in review and enhancement reports.

Other collaborative partners will be producing REP reports based on their own data.  This note provides guidance on the types of data it is desirable to hold and the uses to which it can be put for the REP report.

Programme level data

data to be held (analysis over the past 4 years)

· enrolment numbers by academic year

· gender analysis by academic year

· ethnicity analysis by academic year (if data on students held)

· entry qualifications by academic year

· age on entry by academic year

outturn data to be provided 

· classification analysis by academic year (e.g. for undergraduates – first, upper second etc honours for postgraduates  - number of passes, merits, distinctions etc)

· intermediate leaving awards analysis by academic year

· non completion/withdrawal analysis

In all the above cases it would be expected that the REP report would provide, at the programme level, commentary on trends and analysis and why any changes in trends were occurring.  Where the analysis revealed issues in need of address e.g. high drop out rates, poor performance of  a particular gender, weakness of an entry qualification etc,  then the report would be expected to provide actions, the success of which could be monitored in subsequent reports
Module level data

data to be held (analysis over the past 4 years)

· number of registrations on the module

· percentage passed (in total after the sit and resit)

· average marks and standard deviation for the module

(The partner may also wish to hold data on numbers of withdrawals together with reasons for withdrawal)
In all the cases it would be expected that the REP report would provide, at the module level, summary commentary on the performance of modules.  It would be expected to identify modules for which there were issues (e.g. poorly performing modules) and to provide actions, the success of which could be monitored in subsequent reports.
A fuller explanation of the use of statistics in support of REPs at both programme and module level can be obtained by reference to Notes on use of statistical data in review and enhancement reports.
