INTRODUCTION

Welcome to the revised edition of our Collaborations Handbook. The handbook aims to guide colleagues through the developmental and operational processes required under our quality assurance procedures and identifies where additional support may be found. It does not seek to replace the Quality Manual, which remains the definitive guide to UEL quality process and procedures.

This new handbook provides guidance to colleagues responsible for setting up a new collaborative link or new programme with an existing collaborative partner both in the UK and overseas. Also, it provides guidance and information about managing collaborative provision both in the UK and overseas, identifies key responsibilities undertaken by the academic Link Person and the School Collaborative Administrator as well as setting out procedures for managing collaborative provision for the benefit of staff and students in partner institutions. A set of appendices, providing guidance and additional information - from ‘Approval timescales’ to ‘Approval of publicity material’, complete the handbook.
