1. Good news items

1. our colleagues Hilary Lim and Siraj Sait had fulfilled their invitation to attend a United Nations General Council meeting (see notes of the meeting held on 23 January 2007, minute 1/14), the outcome of which had resulted in a draft UN resolution – FF.
2. the Business School had finalised an agreement with the Chartered Management Institute that all Level 1 students following Business programmes would be awarded student membership, rising to associate membership on graduation.
